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How to find the Tin Hat Centre
From M1, Junction 27

Leave the M1 and take Mansfield Road (A608) towards Brinsley, Heanor & Underwood (second exit from Southbound M1, first exit from Northbound M1).  Look for the Sandhills Tavern and turn right onto the short road at the side of this (signposted B600).  Then turn right at the T-Junction onto Alfreton Road and follow this road, which becomes Nottingham Road {A}.
Stay on Nottingham Road, passing the Somerfields supermarket and continuing up the hill.  At the peak of the hill is a narrow road on the right signposted “Matthew Holland Complex” and “Tin Hat Centre”.  Turn onto this narrow road (Chapel Road), when you reach the turning circle, turn left and follow the wall down into the car park – The Tin Hat Centre is in front of you.

From M1, Junction 28

Leave the M1 and go onto Mansfield Road (third exit from the Southbound, second exit from the Northbound), which heads towards South Normanton.  Take the first left onto Pinxton Road (which becomes Alfreton Road and then Town Street (B6019)).  At the end of Town Street, go straight onto Beaufit Lane, go over the train lines and continue along the road as it becomes Commonside.

At the end of Commonside {B}, turn right onto Mansfield Road.  At the end of Mansfield Road, turn right onto Nottingham Road.  As you reach the peak of the hill, turn into Chapel Road on your right, which is signposted “Matthew Holland School” and “Tin Hat Centre”.  When you reach the turning circle, turn left and follow the wall down into the car park – The Tin Hat Centre is in front of you.

From Mansfield

Take Nottingham Road south out of Mansfield, until you reach the traffic lights at West Nottinghamshire College.  Turn right onto Derby Road, pass the crematorium, and stay on this road until you reach the junction with the “Badger Box” public house on your right (4th set of traffic lights).  Turn right here onto Forest Road (which becomes Salmon Lane and then Annesley Lane).  At the end of Annesley Lane {C} turn right onto Nottingham Road and go down the hill passed the Somerfields supermarket.  At the peak of the hill is a narrow road on the right signposted “Matthew Holland Complex” and “Tin Hat Centre”.  Turn onto this narrow road (Chapel Road), and when you reach the turning circle, turn left and follow the wall down into the car park – The Tin Hat Centre is in front of you.
